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The Daiwa Anglo-Japanese Foundation is the
UK’s leading charity supporting links between

Britain and Japan.

The Foundation was established in 1988 with a
generous benefaction from Daiwa Securities Co Ltd

to support closer links between the UK and Japan.

It carries out its work principally through the awarding
of Daiwa Scholarships, grant-giving and a year-round
programme of events.

The Foundation’s aims are:

* to enhance the UK’s and Japan’s understanding
of each other’s people and culture

* to enable British and Japanese students and
academics to further their education through
exchanges and co-operation

* to make grants available to individuals and
organisations to promote links between the
UK and Japan at all levels.

Daiwa Foundation Japan House, the London-based
headquarters, provides a centre for UK-Japan relations
in Britain with a regular programme of seminars,
exhibitions and book launches as well as meeting
rooms for Japan-related activities and facilities for
visiting academics.

The Foundation is represented in Japan by its Tokyo
Office, which provides local assistance to Daiwa

Scholars and administers grant applications from Japan.

It also handles general enquiries, and forms part of the
network of organisations supporting links between

the UK and Japan.

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Director General’s Report

The Foundation’s range of activities continues
to reflect its wider objectives in encouraging
the exchange of people, information and ideas
between the UK and Japan.

Financial resources at 31 March 2005 totalled
£35,106,187 (2004: £31,727,318). The income
from these unrestricted funds has provided support
for Daiwa Scholarships, grants, awards and prizes
and for an annual programme of events at Daiwa
Foundation Japan House.

During this last year, we have once again attracted
significant numbers of highly-qualified Daiwa
Scholarship applicants from a variety of academic and
professional fields. With seven new Scholars selected
in 2004, the programme goes from strength to
strength. We look forward to the selection of the
100th Daiwa Scholar in 2006.

In 2004-05, the Trustees of the Foundation approved
110 Small Grants and Awards, to a total of £256,000,
facilitating projects in the arts and humanities,

social science and science and technology, as well

as educational and cultural exchanges between the
UK and Japan.

In addition, six Daiwa Adrian Prizes, to a total of
£65,000, were awarded to scientific research teams
from leading universities and research institutes for
collaborations between the UK and Japan. We are
particularly grateful to the Royal Society and to the
British Council for working with us in identifying
outstanding projects for support.

As the current grants programme reaches the end of

its third year, a review is under way. Details of future
funding initiatives will be publicised by the Foundation
in December 2005.

Educational and cultural events held at Daiwa
Foundation Japan House have included seminars
and lectures on aspects of contemporary Japan, book
launches, art exhibitions, concerts, workshops and
other meetings of Japan-related interest groups.

The 2004 monthly seminar series, organised

jointly with the Japan Society, took UK-Japan

Cities of the Future: Regeneration and Urban Life as

its theme. The culminating seminar of the series on
The Urban Utopiawas arranged at the Royal Institute
of British Architects and attracted an audience

of over 250 guests.

Mutuality remains an underlying focus of the
Foundation’s programmes and activities. As both
universities in Britain and Japan seck solutions to
common problems, we have been pleased to cooperate
with the Higher Education Funding Council for
England in arranging a high-level seminar on Higher
Education Incorporation in the UK and Japan. Held at
Daiwa Foundation Japan House in February 2005,
this meeting brought together Vice Chancellors and
Presidents of universities from both countries to share
experience and to exchange ideas.

The Foundation works in partnership with so many
specialist institutions and organisations that it is
impossible to thank them all individually. We rely,
too, on the cooperation of the numerous networks
in the Anglo-Japanese sphere to whom we express
our gratitude. Of course none of our work would be
possible without the dedication of the Foundation’s
staff in London and in Tokyo.

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Daiwa Scholarships

The Daiwa Scholarship programme was established
in 1991 and was inspired by the belief that the
exchange of young people would foster mutual
understanding and support the long-term
relationship between Britain and Japan.

It remains a core programme of the Foundation, and
seeks to identify future leaders in their fields who will
derive personal and professional benefit from obtaining
an in-depth experience of Japan.

Each year, up to eight talented British graduates are
chosen as Daiwa Scholars. Since 1991, 83 graduates
from 33 universities and 21 different subject areas —
from engineering to politics and from fine art to law

— have completed the programme. Competition for
places is intense and for 2005 the Foundation received
applications from students and graduates from 64
different universities. Candidates undergo a thorough
two-stage interview process before being selected

by the Trustees.

Daiwa Scholarships are tenable in Japan for 19 months.
There are three main elements to the programme:
language study, homestay and work placement.

All Daiwa Scholars undertake intensive Japanese
language study at the Tokyo School of the Japanese
Language, known also as the Naganuma School.
While Scholars have little or no previous knowledge
of Japanese, they are expected to reach an upper-
intermediate level of language ability by the

end of the programme.

Daiwa Scholars spend one month living with a family
outside Tokyo at the end of the first year to improve
their language ability and to learn more about Japan.

Following the homestay period, work placements
appropriate to each Daiwa Scholar’s career goals

are organised by the Foundation. The Foundation

has a wide network of contacts and a reputation for
placing Scholars in organisations that rarely accept
interns. Previous Daiwa Scholars have been based in
government offices, NGOs, universities, think-tanks,
media companies, architecture practices and law firms.

Former Scholars are now forging careers in architecture,
the arts, science, media, law, academia and medicine.
They make up a distinctive network of individuals with
a shared experience of Japan, and maintain their links
with the Foundation and each other through the
Daiwa Scholars Alumni Association.

Since its establishment, the Foundation has awarded
grants to a wide range of beneficiaries which have
included artists, scientists, university academics,
schoolchildren, community-based organisations,
theatre groups, research institutes, and national

and regional museums.

In 2003, the Foundation introduced its restructured
grants programme to bring a greater focus to its funding
activities and to give encouragement to collaborations
between British and Japanese partners. Now in its

third year, this programme is undergoing a review with
respect to 2006-07. Details of forthcoming initiatives
will be posted on the Foundation’s website from
December 2005.

Grant-giving is currently carried out via three distinct
programmes: Daiwa Foundation Small Grants, Daiwa
Foundation Awards and Daiwa Adrian Prizes.

In 2004-05, the Trustees approved grants and

awards to a total of £256,000, and Daiwa Adrian Alkanto performer from Akita at the Mayor’s Thames Festival,

The Foundation wishes to be receptive to new
initiatives, and therefore endeavours to respond
flexibly to proposals that meet its general objectives. In 2004-05, Daiwa Foundation Small Grants
were awarded to individual and grass roots projects.
As well as funding small-scale projects, Daiwa
Foundation Small Grants also provided initial
funding for collaborations that were still in their
carly stages of development.

Daiwa Foundation Small Grants

Amounts between £1,000 and £5,000 were
made available to individuals and institutions
in the UK and Japan for travel, conferences and
symposia, individual academic research, and
educational exchanges.

Assessment of applications was undertaken by the
Foundation’s offices in London and Tokyo, and final
approval was given by the Trustees.

A total of £146,000 in Daiwa Foundation Small Grants
was awarded: £86,000 to recipients in the UK and
£60,000 to recipients in Japan.

In 2004-05, Daiwa Foundation Awards were given to
larger-scale projects, based on substantial institutional
collaborations between British and Japanese partners,
with tangible long-term outcomes.

Awards were divided into three categories — Arts
and Culture, Education and Society, and Science
and Technology.

Funding for Daiwa Foundation Awards totalled
£110,000. Eleven collaborative projects were supported
which involved a wide range of partners: the Advanced
Research Institute for Science and Engineering,

Amici Dance Theatre Company, the British Museum,
Dundee City Council, Goldsmiths College, University
of London , Hatsudai Rehabilitation Hospital,
Hokkaido University, the International Academy

of Media Arts and Sciences, Jacksons Lane Theatre,
Kyoto University, Kyushu University, Manchester
Metropolitan University, the Map Consortium, Miyagi
Dance Mind and Body Expression Association, the
National Institute for Advanced Industrial Science and
Technology, Osaka Museum of History, Paradix K,

the Royal College of Art, Scottish Enterprise Tayside,
Seinendan, SOAS, University of London, Sophia
University, the University of Cambridge, the University
of Dundee, the University of Kent, the University of
Newcastle upon Tyne, the University of Surrey, and
Waseda University Theatre Museum.

Daiwa Adrian Prizes

Daiwa Adrian Prizes were established in 1992 and
subsequently renamed to commemorate the late Lord
Adrian, a founding Trustee of the Foundation, at whose
initiative the Prizes were first conceived. Awarded on

a triennial basis, they recognise major collaboration
between British and Japanese research teams in

pure science and the application of science.

At a ceremony at the Royal Society in November
2004, Prizes totalling £65,000 were awarded to six
joint research teams involving scientists at 23 different
universities and research institutes. Each of their
projects represents an outstanding contribution to
scientific collaboration between the UK and Japan.

The top Prize of £15,000 went to Professor Andrew
Mackenzie of the University of St Andrews and
Professor Yoshiteru Maeno of Kyoto University for
their joint work along with scientists from Hiroshima
University, the Nanoelectronics Research Institute,
AIST and the University of Cambridge on novel

quantum order in ruthenate and cuprate metals.

The five other Prizes were awarded to teams drawn from

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Daiwa Foundation Japan House acts as a centre
for academic and cultural activities relating to
Japan. It provides a forum for discussion and
exchange, meeting rooms for Japan and UK-
Japan-associated activities and a Centre for
Visiting Academics (CVA).

Contemporary Japan seminars

In association with the Japan Society, the Foundation
organises an annual series of evening seminars based
on a broad contemporary theme. Seminars draw on
the experience and expertise of British and Japanese
contributors to explore topics of mutual relevance
and to stimulate debate amongst decision-makers.

In 2004, the theme of the series was UK-Japan Cities
of the Future: Regeneration and Urban Life. Individual
seminars addressed many underlying aspects of urban
change, including economic performance, the role of
transport and infrastructural issues, environmental
quality and urban lifestyles. The series was concluded
with a major seminar on 7he Urban Utopia: Images
of the Perfect City, held at the Royal Institute of British
Architects and led by Sir Terry Farrell, Kengo Kuma
and Rowan Moore. Other contributors have included
Dr Hiroto Izumi, Mark Dytham, Kisa Kawakami,
Professor Sir Tom Blundell and Roger Madelin.

The 2005 seminar series is focused on 7he Arts, Culture
and Society in the UK and Japan and is exploring arts
management and policy issues in the UK and Japan.
Seminars are considering how the arts are governed,
assessed and consumed by the public, the media and the
arts establishment. Speakers for the opening seminars of
the series have included representatives from the Crafts
Council, the British Council, and the Victoria and
Albert Museum.

Exhibitions

Daiwa Foundation Japan House plays host to a
rolling programme of visual exhibitions by Japanese
and British artists exploring diverse aspects of
cross-cultural exchange.

Expressions in Indigo: the Textile Art of Fukumoto
Shihoko showcased recent textiles by one of Japan’s
leading exponents of shibori and indigo dyeing. This
was Fukumoto’s first appearance in the UK since 2001
when she participated in Zexzural Space, a collaborative
touring exhibition supported by the Foundation.

Another returnee to the UK was photographer Tomoko
Suzuki. Her exhibition, 7okyo Eyes: Sequel, a collection
of images inspired by English and Japanese gardens,
formed part of the 2004 bicentenary celebrations

of the Royal Horticultural Society.

Mayumi Morino’s Inside Out: Works by Morino,
presented a series of ‘heatgraphs’, layered, three-
dimensional works manipulated by scorching
techniques. Morino was a first-time exhibitor in

the UK, and encouraged visitor participation and
interaction with the work to allow it to evolve further
in its new setting.

There were additional exhibitions by new and up-and-
coming practioners. Layers: everyday elements in modern
Japanese life featured a collection of images by architect
and 2002 Daiwa Scholar, Phoebe Dakin. The works
showed Japan’s natural environment as transformed

by construction and civil engineering projects. Living
Fossils: Etchings and mixed media work by Christopher
McHugh, artist and archaeologist, displayed a series

of etchings exploring the concept of preserving lived
experiences in material form.

As part of its role in supporting research on Japan

in the UK, the Foundation regularly brings together
leading experts to discuss and to celebrate important
new publications in the field of Japanese studies.
During 2004-05, books that were launched at Daiwa
Foundation Japan House included works on kabuki,
Mingei theory, grass-roots activism, ancient weaponry,
Japan’s international relations, Japanese political
philosophy, and Japanese women and the

economic miracle.

Other events

The Foundation periodically hosts seminars and
lectures by visiting experts from a range of academic
and professional fields. Noriaki Kawamura, Deputy
Director of the Police Policy Research Centre at the
National Police Academy of Japan, spoke in July 2004
on crime and policing in Japan; and, in November
2004, Joe Earle, Chair of the Department of Art of
Asia, Oceania and Africa at the Museum of Fine Arts,
Boston, addressed the challenges faced in managing
public collections of Japanese art on both sides

of the Adantic.

The Foundation also seeks to provide a forum

for debating topical issues that affect the UK and
Japan, with the involvement of professional bodies,
governmental organisations and visiting delegations
from Japan. In February 2005, a joint seminar was
organised in association with the Higher Education
Council for England (HEFCE) and the British Council
to consider aspects of university reform in the UK and
Japan. Chaired by Sir Howard Newby, Chief Executive
of HEFCE, presentations were given by Professor Sir
David Watson, Vice Chancellor of the University of
Brighton, and Professor Fujio Ohmori of the Research
Centre for Higher Education at Kumamoto University.
In March 2005, following the Indian Ocean tsunami,

a seminar was arranged for academics, government
agencies and NGOs on Japan’s experience and expertise
in responding to the threat of natural disasters.

Each autumn Daiwa Foundation Japan House serves
as the venue for the annual Daiwa Japan Forum Prize
lecture, to mark the best article submitted in the last
year by a junior scholar to Japan Forum, the UK-based
international journal of Japanese studies. In 2004,

the winner was Dr Mikiko Ashikari of Cambridge
University for her article, 7he Memory of Womens
White Faces: Japaneseness and the Ideal Image

of Women.

A New Year concert was performed at the Foundation
by Okeanos, a new chamber ensemble, which presented
works for sho, koto, sanshin, hichiriki, viola, oboe

and clarinet.

House users

Daiwa Foundation Japan House provides a centre for
voluntary groups and academics with connections to
Japan. Regular users of the meeting rooms and other
facilities include the British Association for Japanese
Studies, the Japanese Researchers’ and Graduates’
Society, the Japan Society and Younger Members’
Group, the Japanese Women’s Association, Sakura-kai,
Ichiyo School, Tkebana International, the International
Children’s Bunko Association, Ohara School,

and Toki-no-kai.

The Foundation also houses the Centre for Visiting
Academics (CVA), where Japanese researchers on study
visits to the UK can make use of computers and desk
space. Visitors during 2004-05 included academics
from Shizuoka Prefectural University, Kyushu
University, Aoyama Gakuin University and

Nagoya University Museum.
