As described in the Director General’s Report, we have had another busy and 
successful year with new initiatives launched accompanied by a gathering in 
Tokyo to mark the selection of our first 100 Daiwa Scholars.

In May 2007, the Foundation marked the selection of 
the 100th Daiwa Scholar by a Reception at the British 
Ambassador’s Residence in Tokyo. With HIH the Princess 
Takamado as guest-of-honour and Daiwa Securities as joint 
hosts, some 250 guests and alumni met to celebrate this 
milestone in the programme’s history. The awarding of ten 
new Daiwa Scholarships in 2007, the largest number in 
a single year, reflects the importance that we continue to 
attach to this core programme.

The Yoshitoki Chino Memorial Scholarships, named 
to commemorate our former founder Trustee and Vice 
Chairman, were launched in association with the London 
Business School in 2006. The first of these new scholarships 
for outstanding British and Japanese MBA students have 
been awarded in 2007, adding another dimension to our 
educational exchange activities.

The Foundation’s support for scientific collaborations, 
previously dispensed through Daiwa Foundation Awards, 
has been redirected via a further new initiative. From 2007, 
an annual block grant to The Royal Society will provide for 
The Royal Society-Daiwa Anglo-Japanese Foundation Joint 
Project Grants, increasing the funding available for research 
visits between the UK and Japan.

The Daiwa Foundation Japan House events’ programme 
continues to attract a satisfactory level of attendance and 
a balance of British and Japanese involvement.

An Overview of 2006/07 
2006
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Daiwa Scholars are given the opportunity to spend 19 months 
in Japan including a 12-month period of Japanese language 
study at a private language school in Tokyo, a 1-month
homestay and a 6-month work placement. By the end of the 
programme, they can expect to attain an upper-intermediate 
level of language ability.

In arranging work placements appropriate to each Daiwa 
Scholar’s career goals, the Foundation draws on a wide 
network of contacts in government, industry, the NGO 
sector, universities, think-tanks, hospitals, media organisations, 
architecture practices and law firms. 

Since 1991, a total of 98 graduates from 36 universities and 
21 different subject areas – from engineering to politics and 
from physics to fine art – have completed the programme. 
Former Scholars maintain their links with the Foundation and 
each other through the Daiwa Scholars Alumni Association.

in partnership with the London Business School in 2006 to 
commemorate the late Mr Yoshitoki Chino KBE (1923–2004),
former Chairman of Daiwa Securities Co Ltd and founder 
Trustee and Vice Chairman of the Foundation.

In 2006/07, 171 Daiwa Foundation Small Grants to a total of 
£318,955 were awarded to individuals, societies, associations 
and other bodies in the UK and Japan to promote and support 
interaction between the two countries. Grants were allocated in 
all fields of activity for small projects and collaborations at an 
early stage of development.

Daiwa Foundation Awards
In 2006/07, 17 Daiwa Foundation Awards to a total of 
£168,350 were given to larger-scale projects, based on substantial 
institutional collaborations between 54 British and Japanese 
partners. Awards were divided into three categories – Arts and 
Culture, Education and Society, and Science and Technology. 

Daiwa Adrian Prizes
Daiwa Adrian Prizes were established in 1992 and subsequently 
renamed to commemorate the late Lord Adrian, a founding 
Trustee of the Foundation, at whose initiative the Prizes were 
first conceived. Awarded on a triennial basis, they recognise 
major collaboration between British and Japanese research 
teams in pure science and the application of science. Five 
Daiwa Adrian Prizes, to a total of £65,000, are scheduled to 
be awarded in December 2007. The next round of Prizes will 
be in 2010.
